	The Treasurer tabled the Group’s financial statement as at 31/12/09.  It was noted that the Group had funds of £5,524.94. During 2009 there was a small profit of £36, although the underlying profit was £236, caused by a repayment due to the CRP in 2008 carrying over into 2009. Income from subscriptions and donations was up, although bank interest was sharply down due to the 'credit crunch'. Overall ABFLY remained in a very strong financial position. The accounts had been checked by Ian Parker FCA. The meeting approved the accounts.
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	Membership Secretary’s Report

	
	The Chairman presented the report on behalf of the new Membership Secretary, Paul Ebbens. There were currently 282 members, including 8 'lifers'. 97 subscriptions for 2010 were still outstanding but being chased. So far this year there were 3 new members, compared with 5 at the same time last year. 10 out of the 20 new recruits of 2009 had not yet renewed. A recruitment day in July 2009 had yielded 8 new members.

	The running of Abfly is handled by the committee with a review meeting every 6-8 weeks. 

The re-election of John Webster (Chairman), Sanjay Kulkarni (Technical), David Horton (Newsletter Editor), John Burke (WRUG), Victor Silkin (Operational) and Tim Holman (Treasurer) was approved by the meeting.  

The meeting also approved the election of new members Rosalind Devlin (Operational), Paul Ebbens (Membership) and Charles King (Projects).
