Review of remaining projects and funding  05/06

It is important that we review where we are with projects and funding for this financial year 2005/06. Advice from finance at HCC is that invoices for CRP funded project have to be received by 15th March 06. If this does not happen then the CRP will loose that allocation of money.  

District Councils

For 2005/06 ,each District Council had at total of £8,000 to spend in their areas, originally for signage and cycle shelters. As contribution to CRP  Watford would contribute £5,000  and St Albans £3,000. To date 

Watford :

·  Pedestrian/ Cycle sign cost £1,228  

· Garston Path cost £3,500

· Total spend to date £4,728. 

Watford has £3, 272 (of CRP allocation of £8,000) left to spend. Watford has decided to spend this on Information Board at end of path at Garston.

· Watford Council will invoice CRP  for boards for £3,000.     

St Albans:  

· Abbey Station Cycle rack  (£2,750). 

· £1,500 for pedestrian/ cycling signs. Needs confirming.

· Total spend  £4,250 (needs confirming)

 St Albans Council still has £3, 759 (of CRP allocation of £8,000) left to spend 05/06.  St Albans needs to decide of what to spend this on. (Improved signs at Abbey Station? Plusbus new board?,). 

· When confirmed and installed St Albans Council can invoice CRP for  £5,000.      

Other CRP Projects outstanding  that are to be funded by end March 06 are:    

· Line Guide - £4,808

· Easter Train -£2,000. Silverlink to invoice CRP.

· Silverlink signs renewed Garston plus another. Silverlink to procure & invoice CRP- £5,000

· Station Adoption pots, plants . (£2,500) Silverlink to procure & invoice CRP. 
Other projects such as school film,  pocket timetable,  materials,   CRP plaques,     update of leaflet are well underway.  (Appox £2,500)

If these are all delivered and spent by end of March 06, then the CRP will have spent all it’s allocation of funds this financial year, and will not loose monies or be  carrying any monies over (i.e. Silverlink’s allocation).
